“Children will be inspired to become curious learners, who have the resilience and confidence to succeed in life.” 
	Thematic Sequencing – this is not contrived, not topics but deliberate and conscious linked to the context, needs, interests of and relevance for very young children, enabling links, joins and connections to be made and enabling revisiting / spaced retrieval practice to consolidate knowledge and skills over time. 

Prime areas are ongoing and thread through everything we do with a focus across the curriculum on the development of language and rapid acquisition of vocabulary.

As is the nature of the EYFS, there will be elements that naturally occur all year that children will revisit time and time again such as working scientifically, tools and fixings, painting, range of materials, all of the elements of drama, dance and music. The below offers ideas for when we might explicitly instruct knowledge to ensure pupils acquire the knowledge and skills they need to access Year 1.
